A person commits an offense if he commits or attempts to commit a felony, namely [name of felony alleged in the indictment], and in the course of and in furtherance of the commission or attempt, or in immediate flight from the commission or attempt, he commits or attempts to commit an act clearly dangerous to human life that causes the death of an individual.

“Felony” means an offense so designated by law or punishable by death or confinement in a penitentiary.

“Death” includes, for an individual who is an unborn child, the failure to be born alive.

 
“Individual” means a human being who is alive, including an unborn child at every stage of gestation from fertilization until birth.

A person acts intentionally, or with intent, with respect [to the nature of his conduct or] to a result of his conduct when it is his conscious objective or desire to [engage in the conduct or] cause the result.

“Drug” means a substance, other than a device or component, part, or accessory of a device, that is

[recognized as a drug in the official United States Pharmacopoeia, official Homoeopathic Pharmacopoeia of the United States, official National Formulary, or a supplement to either pharmacopoeia or the formulary, or is intended for use as a component of the same

OR
intended for use in the diagnosis, cure, mitigation, treatment, or prevention of disease in man or animals, or intended for use as a component of the same
OR

intended to affect the structure or function of the body of man or animals but is not food, or intended for use as a component of the same]

The culpable mental state for felony murder is determined by the underlying felony.  See Johnson v. State, 4 S.W.3d 254, 255 (Tex. Crim. App. 1999).
