Section 20.05. Unlawful Transport

A person commits the offense of unlawful transport if the person for pecuniary benefit intentionally or knowingly transports an individual in a manner that is designed to conceal the individual from [local OR state OR federal] law enforcement authorities and creates a substantial likelihood that the individual will suffer serious bodily injury or death.

"Bodily injury" means physical pain, illness, or any impairment of physical condition.

"Serious bodily injury" means bodily injury that creates substantial risk of death or that causes death, serious permanent disfigurement, or protracted loss or impairment of the function of any bodily member or organ.

A person acts intentionally, or with intent, with respect to the nature of his conduct when it is his conscious objective or desire to engage in the conduct.

A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to circumstances surrounding his conduct when he is aware of the nature of his conduct or that the circumstances exist.
