Section 20A.02. Trafficking of persons

A person commits an offense if he knowingly traffics another person with the intent that the trafficked person engage in [forced labor or services OR conduct that constitutes an offense under Chapter 43, "Public Indecency"] and

[Editor's note: choose all that apply]
 [the person who was trafficked is younger than 14 years of age at the time of the offense] 

[the commission of the offense results in the death of the person who is trafficked].
[[Name of offense] is an offense under Chapter 43.  A person commits [name of offense] if he or she [state the elements of the offense.]]

"Forced labor or services" means labor or services that are performed or provided by another person and obtained through an actor's [threatening to cause bodily injury to another OR restraining another in a manner described by Section 20.01(1), Penal Code OR withholding from another the person's [government records or identifying information or personal property]].

[Section 20.01(1) defines "restrain" as to restrict a person's movements without consent, so as to interfere substantially with the person's liberty, by moving the person from one place to another or by confining the person.

Restraint is "without consent" if it is accomplished by force, intimidation, or deception.

Restraint is "without consent" if it is accomplished by force, intimidation, or deception; or by any means, including acquiescence of the victim, if the victim [is a child who is less than 14 years of age or an incompetent person] and the [parent or guardian OR person acting in loco parentis or institution acting in loco parentis] has not acquiesced in the movement or confinement.
[Editor's note: Use the following definition if the child is older than 14, but less than 17; otherwise delete.]

Restraint is "without consent" if it is accomplished by force, intimidation, or deception; or by any means, including acquiescence of the victim, if the victim is a child who is 14 years of age or older and younger than 17 years of age, the victim is taken outside of the state and outside a 120-mile radius from the victim's residence, and the [parent or guardian or person acting in loco parentis or institution acting in loco parentis] has not acquiesced in the movement.]
"Traffic" means to transport another person or to entice, recruit, harbor, provide, or otherwise obtain another person for transport by deception, coercion, or force.

A person acts intentionally, or with intent, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to a result of his conduct when it is his conscious objective or desire to engage in the conduct or cause the result.

A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to circumstances surrounding his conduct when he is aware of the nature of his conduct or that the circumstances exist.  A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to a result of his conduct when he is aware that his conduct is reasonably certain to cause the result.

The full statutory definition of "knowingly" is included in this charge, although it may be that the definition should be limited to the nature and circumstances of trafficking another.  The Editors have chosen to err on the side of caution in giving the full statutory definition, unless there is a Court of Criminal Appeals opinion that clearly applies.  The court has not yet had an opportunity to construe this statute.

The full statutory definition of "intentionally, or with intent" is included in this charge, although it may be that no definition should be given because a specific intent is defined by the offense.  The Editors have chosen to err on the side of caution in giving the full statutory definition, unless there is a Court of Criminal Appeals opinion that clearly applies.  The court has not yet had an opportunity to construe this statute.
