A person commits an offense if he knowingly engages in an [act of sexual intercourse OR act of deviate sexual intercourse OR act of sexual contact OR act involving contact between the person's [mouth or genitals] and the [anus or genitals] of an animal or fowl] in a public place.

"Deviate sexual intercourse" means [any contact between any part of the genitals of one person and the mouth or anus of another person OR the penetration of the genitals or the anus of another person with an object].

"Public place" means any place to which the public or a substantial group of the public has access and includes, but is not limited to, streets, highways, and the common areas of schools, hospitals, apartment houses, office buildings, transport facilities, and shops.

"Sexual contact" means any touching of the [anus OR breast OR any part of the genitals] of another person with intent to arouse or gratify the sexual desire of any person.

"Sexual intercourse" means any penetration of the female sex organ by the male sex organ.
