A person commits an offense if he knowingly engages in an [act of sexual intercourse; OR act of deviate sexual intercourse OR act of sexual contact OR act involving contact between the person's [mouth or genitals] and the [anus or genitals] of an animal or fowl], and is reckless about whether another is present who will be offended or alarmed by his [act of sexual intercourse OR act of deviate sexual intercourse OR act of sexual contact OR act involving contact between the person's [mouth or genitals] and the [anus or genitals] of an animal or fowl].

"Deviate sexual intercourse" means [any contact between any part of the genitals of one person and the mouth or anus of another person OR the penetration of the genitals or the anus of another person with an object].

"Sexual contact" means any touching of the [anus OR breast OR any part of the genitals] of another person with intent to arouse or gratify the sexual desire of any person.

"Sexual intercourse" means any penetration of the female sex organ by the male sex organ.

A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to circumstances surrounding his conduct when he is aware of the nature of his conduct or that the circumstances exist.

A person acts recklessly, or is reckless, with respect to circumstances surrounding his conduct when he is aware of but consciously disregards a substantial and unjustifiable risk that the circumstances exist.  The risk must be of such a nature and degree that its disregard constitutes a gross deviation from the standard of care that an ordinary person would exercise under all the circumstances as viewed from the actor's standpoint.
