A person who is not a sports participant commits an offense if the person intentionally or knowingly causes physical contact with another who the person knows is a sports participant  [while the participant is performing duties or responsibilities in the participant's capacity as a sports participant OR in retaliation for or on account of the participant's performance of a duty or responsibility within the participant's capacity as a sports participant] when the person knows or should reasonably believe that the sports participant will regard the contact as offensive or provocative.

"Another" means a person other than the actor.  "Actor" means a person whose criminal responsibility is in issue in a criminal action.

"Sports participant" means a person who participates in any official capacity with respect to an [interscholastic OR intercollegiate OR  organized amateur athletic competition OR  organized professional athletic competition] and includes [an athlete OR a referee OR an umpire OR a linesman OR a coach OR an instructor OR an administrator OR a staff member].

A person acts intentionally, or with intent, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to a result of his conduct when it is his conscious objective or desire to engage in the conduct or cause the result.

A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to circumstances surrounding his conduct when he is aware of the nature of his conduct or that the circumstances exist.  A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to a result of his conduct when he is aware that his conduct is reasonably certain to cause the result.
