A person commits an offense if the person intentionally or knowingly agrees, for [remuneration OR the promise of remuneration], to abduct a child younger than eighteen years of age by [force OR threat of force OR misrepresentation OR stealth OR unlawful entry], knowing that the child is under the care and control of [a person having [custody or physical possession] of the child under a court order OR another person who is exercising care and control with the consent of a person having [custody or physical possession] under a court order].

A person acts intentionally, or with intent, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to a result of his conduct when it is his conscious objective or desire to engage in the conduct or cause the result.

A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to circumstances surrounding his conduct when he is aware of the nature of his conduct or that the circumstances exist.  A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to a result of his conduct when he is aware that his conduct is reasonably certain to cause the result.
