A person commits an offense if, in the course of committing theft and with intent to obtain or maintain control of the property, he

[intentionally, knowingly, or recklessly causes serious bodily injury to another]; OR
[intentionally, knowingly or recklessly causes bodily injury to another and he uses or exhibits a deadly weapon]; OR 

[intentionally or knowingly threatens or places another in fear of imminent bodily injury or death and he uses or exhibits a deadly weapon]; OR
[intentionally, knowingly or recklessly causes bodily injury to another and the other person is [sixty-five years of age or older or a disabled person]]; OR
[intentionally or knowingly threatens or places another in fear of imminent bodily injury or death and the other person is [sixty-five years of age or older or a disabled person]].

The offense of theft is committed if a person unlawfully appropriates property with intent to deprive the owner of property.  Appropriation of property is unlawful if [Editor's Note: select the circumstance raised by the evidence: it is without the owner's effective consent OR the property is stolen and the actor appropriates the property knowing it was stolen by another OR property in the custody of any law enforcement agency was explicitly represented by any law enforcement agent to the actor as being stolen and the actor appropriates the property believing it was stolen by another].

"Appropriate" means [to bring about a transfer, or purported transfer, of title to property or other nonpossessory interest in property, whether to the actor or another OR to acquire or otherwise exercise control over property other than real property].

"Bodily injury" means physical pain, illness, or any impairment of physical condition.

"Serious bodily injury" means bodily injury that creates a substantial risk of death or that causes death, serious permanent disfigurement, or protracted loss or impairment of the function of any bodily member or organ.

"Deadly weapon" means [a firearm or anything manifestly designed, made, or adapted for the purpose of inflicting death or serious bodily injury OR anything that in the manner of its use or intended use is capable of causing death or serious bodily injury].

"Deprive" means to withhold property from the owner permanently or for so extended a period of time that a major portion of the value or enjoyment of the property is lost to the owner, to restore property only upon payment of reward or other compensation, or to dispose of property in a manner that makes recovery of the property by the owner unlikely.

"Disabled person" means an individual with a mental, physical, or developmental disability who is substantially unable to protect himself from harm.

"Effective consent" includes consent by a person legally authorized to act for the owner.  Consent is not effective if 
[induced by deception or coercion]; OR 
[given by a person the actor knows is not legally authorized to act for the owner]; OR 

[given by a person who by reason of [youth or mental disease or defect or intoxication] is known by the actor to be unable to make reasonable property dispositions]; OR 

[given solely to detect the commission of an offense]; OR 

[given by a person who by reason of advanced age is known by the actor to have a diminished capacity to make informed and rational decisions about the reasonable disposition of property].

"In the course of committing theft" means conduct that occurs in an attempt to commit, during the commission, or in immediate flight after the attempt or commission of theft.

"Owner" means a person who has title to the property, possession of the property, whether lawful or not, or a greater right to possession of the property than the actor or is a holder in due course of a negotiable instrument.

"Property" means tangible or intangible personal property including anything severed from land; or a document, including money, that represents or embodies anything of value.

A person acts intentionally, or with intent, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to a result of his conduct when it is his conscious objective or desire to engage in the conduct or cause the result.

A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to circumstances surrounding his conduct when he is aware of the nature of his conduct or that the circumstances exist.  A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to a result of his conduct when he is aware that his conduct is reasonably certain to cause the result.

[A person acts recklessly, or is reckless, with respect to circumstances surrounding his conduct or the result of his conduct when he is aware of but consciously disregards a substantial and unjustifiable risk that the circumstances exist or the result will occur.  The risk must be of such a nature and degree that its disregard constitutes a gross deviation from the standard of care that an ordinary person would exercise under all the circumstances as viewed from the actor's standpoint.]
