Section 30.05. Criminal Trespass

A person commits an offense if 

[he intentionally or knowingly enters [property or an aircraft or a habitation or a shelter center or a Superfund site] of another without effective consent and he had notice that entry was forbidden] [and the person carried a deadly weapon on or about his person during the commission of the offense]]; OR 

[he intentionally or knowingly remains [on property or on an aircraft or in a building or in a habitation or in a shelter center or on a Superfund site] of another without effective consent and he received notice to depart but failed to do so] [and the person carried a deadly weapon on or about his person during the commission of the offense]]; OR
[without [express consent or authorization provided by any law] whether in writing or other form, the person intentionally or knowingly [enters or remains on] agricultural land of another, is on the agricultural land and within 100 feet of the boundary of the land when apprehended, and had [notice that the entry was forbidden or received notice to depart but failed to do so]].

"Agricultural land" means land that is located in this state and that is suitable for [use in production of plants and fruits grown for human or animal consumption, or plants grown for the production of fibers, floriculture, viticulture, horticulture, or planting seed OR forestry and the growing of trees for the purpose of rendering those trees into lumber, fiber, or other items used for industrial, commercial, or personal consumption OR domestic or native farm or ranch animals kept for use or profit].

"Deadly weapon" means [a firearm or anything manifestly designed, made, or adapted for the purpose of inflicting death or serious bodily injury OR anything that in the manner of its use or intended use is capable of causing death or serious bodily injury].

"Entry" means the intrusion of the entire body.

"Effective consent" includes consent by a person legally authorized to act for the owner.  Consent is not effective if 

[induced by force, threat, or fraud]; OR
[given by a person the actor knows is not legally authorized to act for the owner]; OR 

[given by a person who by reason of [youth or mental disease or defect or intoxication] is known by the actor to be unable to make reasonable decisions]; OR 
[given solely to detect the commission of an offense].

"Habitation" means a structure or vehicle that is adapted for the overnight accommodation of persons and includes each separately secured or occupied portion of the structure or vehicle and each structure appurtenant to or connected with the structure or vehicle.

"Notice" means

[[oral or written] communication by [the owner or someone with apparent authority to act for the owner]]; OR
[fencing or other enclosure obviously designed to [exclude intruders or contain livestock]]; OR
[a sign or signs posted [on the property or at the entrance to the building], reasonably likely to come to the attention of intruders, indicating that entry is forbidden]; OR
[the placement of identifying purple paint marks [on trees or posts on the property] provided that the marks are vertical lines of not less than eight inches in length and not less than one inch in width; placed so that the bottom of the mark is not less than three feet from the ground or more than five feet from the ground; and placed at locations that are readily visible to any person approaching the property and no more than [100 feet apart on forest land or 1,000 feet apart on land other than forest land]]; OR
[the visible presence on the property of a crop grown for human consumption that is under cultivation, in the process of being harvested, or marketable if harvested at the time of entry].

"Forest land" means land on which the trees are potentially valuable for timber products.

"Owner" means a person who has title to the property, possession of the property, whether lawful or not, or a greater right to possession of the property than the actor.

"Shelter center" means a program that is operated by a public or private nonprofit organization and provides comprehensive residential and nonresidential services to victims of family violence.

[Name of superfund site alleged in the information or indictment] is a "superfund site." 

"Superfund site" means a facility that [is on the National Priorities List established under Section 105 of the Federal Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980 (42 U.S.C. Section 9605) OR is listed on the state registry established under Section 361.181, Texas Health and Safety Code].

A person acts intentionally, or with intent, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to a result of his conduct when it is his conscious objective or desire to engage in the conduct or cause the result.

A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to circumstances surrounding his conduct when he is aware of the nature of his conduct or that the circumstances exist.  A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to a result of his conduct when he is aware that his conduct is reasonably certain to cause the result.
