A person commits an offense if the intentionally or knowingly makes a materially false or misleading written statement to obtain [property OR credit] and the [value of the property OR amount of credit] is [$50 or more but less than $500 OR $500 or more but less than $1,500 OR $1,500 or more but less than $20,000 OR $20,000 or more but less than $100,000 OR $100,000 or more but less than $200,000 OR $200,000 or more].

You are instructed that when amounts of [property OR credit] are obtained pursuant to one scheme or continuing course of conduct, whether from the same or several sources, the conduct may be considered as one offense and the amounts aggregated.

A person acts intentionally, or with intent, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to a result of his conduct when it is his conscious objective or desire to engage in the conduct or cause the result.

A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to circumstances surrounding his conduct when he is aware of the nature of his conduct or that the circumstances exist.  A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to a result of his conduct when he is aware that his conduct is reasonably certain to cause the result.
