A person commits an offense if the person intentionally or knowingly makes a materially false or misleading written statement to obtain [property OR credit] for [himself OR another] and the [value of the property OR amount of credit] is [less than $50 OR $50 or more but less than $500 OR $500 or more but less than $1,500 or $1,500 or more but less than $20,000 or $20,000 or more but less than $100,000 or $100,000 or more but less than $200,000 or $200,000 or more].

A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to a result of his conduct when he is aware that his conduct is reasonably certain to cause the result.
