A person commits the offense of tampering with or fabricating physical evidence—human corpse if he observes a human corpse under circumstances in which a reasonable person would believe that an offense has been committed, knows or reasonably should know that a law enforcement agency is not aware of the existence of or location of the corpse, and fails to report the existence of or location of the corpse to a law enforcement agency.

A “human corpse” includes any portion of a human corpse, the cremated remains of a human corpse, or any portion of the cremated remains of a human corpse.

A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to circumstances surrounding his conduct when he is aware of the nature of his conduct or that the circumstances exist. A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to a result of his conduct when he is aware that his conduct is reasonably certain to cause the result.
