Section 42.055.  Funeral Disruption (2007)
Offense Definition


A person commits the offense of Funeral Disruption if, during the period beginning one hour before the service begins and ending one hour after the service is completed, the person intentionally or knowingly engages in picketing within 1,000 feet of a facility or cemetery being used for a funeral service. 
Editor’s Note:  Of the following, use only those definitions or parts of definitions that apply to your case.

Mental State Definitions

A person acts intentionally, or with intent, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to a result of his conduct when it is his conscious objective or desire to engage in the conduct or cause the result.

A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to the nature of his conduct or to circumstances surrounding his conduct when he is aware of the nature of his conduct or that the circumstances exist.  A person acts knowingly, or with knowledge, with respect to a result of his conduct when he is aware that his conduct is reasonably certain to cause the result.
Term Definitions

“Facility” means a building at which any portion of a funeral service takes place, including a funeral parlor, mortuary, private home, or established place of worship. 
 “Funeral service” means a ceremony, procession, or memorial service, including a wake or viewing, held in connection with the burial or cremation of the dead. 

“Picketing” means
(A) standing, sitting, or repeated walking, riding, driving, or other similar action by a person displaying or carrying a banner, placard, or sign. 

OR

(B) engaging in loud singing, chanting, whistling, or yelling, with or without noise amplification through a device such as a bullhorn or microphone.

OR
(C) blocking access to a facility or cemetery being used for a funeral service.

Application Paragraph


Now, bearing in mind the foregoing instructions, if you find from the evidence beyond a reasonable doubt that on or about [date] in [name of county], Texas, the defendant, [defendant’s name] did [track information or complaint except using the disjunctive, i.e., “or” not “and”], you will find the defendant guilty as charged in the [information or complaint].


If you do not so find, or if you have a reasonable doubt thereof, you will find the defendant not guilty.
