Section 9.04.  Threats as Justifiable Force

The threat of force is justified when the use of force is justified.  The use of force is justified when [state the elements of the justification authorized in Chapter 9, as provided in this jury charge bank].

[Editor's note:  Add the following if the defendant produced a weapon or otherwise threatened to cause death or serious bodily injury:  A threat to cause death or serious bodily injury by the production of a weapon or otherwise, as long as the actor's purpose is limited to creating an apprehension that he will use deadly force if necessary, does not constitute the use of deadly force.

"Bodily injury" means physical pain, illness, or any impairment of physical condition.

"Serious bodily injury" means bodily injury that creates a substantial risk of death or that causes death, serious permanent disfigurement, or protracted loss or impairment of the function of any bodily member or organ.]
Therefore, if you find beyond a reasonable doubt that the defendant, [name of the defendant], did [track the information or indictment], but you further find, or have a reasonable doubt thereof, that the defendant threatened to use force against [name of victim alleged in the information or indictment] [restate in the past tense the elements of the justification for using force], you will find the defendant not guilty.
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
