Section 9.21(c).  Public Duty (deadly force)

[Editor's note: Select the following defense only if requested by the defendant and "evidence is admitted supporting the defense."  Tex. Pen. Code § 2.03(c). The law concerning the offense charged does not apply [when the actor reasonably believes the deadly force is specifically required by statute OR the actor uses deadly force in the lawful conduct of war].  If deadly force is so justified, there is no duty to retreat before using it.

"Deadly force" means force that is intended or known by the actor to cause, or in the manner of its use or intended use is capable of causing, death or serious bodily injury.

Therefore, if you find beyond a reasonable doubt that the defendant, [name of the defendant], did [track the information or indictment], but you further find, or have a reasonable doubt thereof, that the defendant's conduct was justified because the defendant [reasonably believed the deadly force was specifically required by statute OR used deadly force in the lawful conduct of war], you will find the defendant not guilty.
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
