Section 9.41(b).  Protection of One's Own Property (unlawful dispossession)

[Editor's note: Select the following defense only if requested by the defendant and "evidence is admitted supporting the defense."  Tex. Pen. Code § 2.03(c).  Where a choice is indicated, select those circumstances alleged in the information or indictment or that are supported by the evidence.  Place this paragraph after the application paragraph and assign a paragraph number here.]
A person unlawfully dispossessed of [land OR tangible, movable property] by another is justified in using force against the other when and to the degree the actor reasonably believes the force is immediately necessary to [reenter the land OR recover the property] if the actor uses the force immediately or in fresh pursuit after the dispossession and 

[the actor reasonably believes the other had no claim of right when he dispossessed the actor]; OR 

[the other accomplished the dispossession by using force, threat, or fraud against the actor].

Therefore, if you find that the defendant, [name of the defendant], did [track the information or indictment], but you further find, or have a reasonable doubt thereof, that the defendant was unlawfully dispossessed of [land OR tangible, movable property] by [name of victim alleged in the information or indictment] and used force when and to the degree he reasonably believed the force was immediately necessary to [reenter the land OR recover the property] and immediately or in fresh pursuit after the dispossession, and 

[the defendant reasonably believed the other had no claim of right when he dispossessed the defendant]; OR 

[the other accomplished the dispossession by using force, threat, or fraud against the defendant], 

you will find the defendant not guilty.
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
