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Requirements for entry into Tarrant County

Domestic Violence Pre-trial Diversion Program

1. Partner-to-partner violence

2. No current or prior violation of protective orders

3. No stalkers

4. No active warrants

5. No other pending charges

6. No prior diversion programs

7. Commitment to completing the 12-month program

8. Literacy skills sufficient for program participation

9. Victim approval

10. Defendant must be enrolled by the first appearance docket

Procedure for Diversion Program

1. Defendant meets above requirements and is recommended by DA to the program.

2. Takes screening test for appropriate programs at UTA - $100 fee.

3. Victim signs consent for defendant to participate.

4. Enters a plea of guilty – Judge recesses hearing for 1 year.

5. Completes programs as a condition of bond.

6. If defendant successfully completes program, hearing is reconvened, plea is withdrawn and case is dismissed.

7. Defendant is eligible to apply for an expunction 2 years after dismissal.

PRE-TRIAL INTERVENTION PROGRAM
Pursuant to CCP Art. 102.012 and Gov. Code Sec. 76.011, Colorado County conducts a pre-trial intervention program administered by the Colorado County Community Supervision and Corrections Department. 

The Colorado County Attorney’s Office determines the eligibility of individuals for the program. A person with a previous pre-trial intervention, deferred adjudication, probation, or conviction for an offense other than a Class C misdemeanor is not eligible. Generally speaking, only high school or college students charged with a non-violent misdemeanor offense are eligible. To determine eligibility, you should first speak with a prosecuting attorney before making formal application.

If the application is granted, a written agreement is completed (see attached) and the applicant is placed on pre-trial intervention for up to 24 months, pays a monthly supervision fee of $60 per month, pays any restitution, pays for any program fees, and is required to comply with the attached rules of community supervision. A Misdemeanor Plea Memorandum is signed admitting guilt, and a plea agreement is reached that will be entered if there is a violation of the pre-trial intervention rules of probation. The case is then reset to await successful completion of the program. At the end of the program, the criminal history of the applicant is ordered from the DPS to determine if there have been any additional arrests. If there are no new arrests and if all probation rules have been followed, the case will be dismissed.

3. Resume of activities, awards, and employment, if any

4. Letter from current employer, if any

5. Letter from the applicant explaining why he/she should be considered

Defendant’s agreement. The defendant seeks pre-trial intervention and swears that the defendant has never been convicted of nor received probation or deferred adjudication for a felony, a Class A misdemeanor, or a Class B misdemeanor. The defendant waives the right to a speedy trial, agrees to the terms set forth above, and agrees to follow the attached rules of community supervision. The defendant understands that a violation of any rule of community supervision during the community supervision period will allow the Colorado County Attorney’s office to proceed with the prosecution of this case. If further prosecution results, there will be no refund or credit for any fees paid, community service hours performed, or programs attended. 

Violation of agreement. Should there be a violation of this agreement during the community supervision period, the defendant agrees to:

1. Appear in court on written notice

2. Enter a plea of no contest or guilty to the above charge, 

3. Allow the misdemeanor plea memorandum to be offered into evidence by the State without objection, and 

4. Accept a punishment by agreement with the prosecution or allow the judge to determine punishment following a contested punishment hearing.

RULES OF COMMUNITY SUPERVISION

Follow rules of community supervision 1 through 24 and other rules identified by an “X” or “(“. (“CSCD” means Community Supervision and Corrections Department and “CSO” means Community Supervision Officer)

1. Follow the law. Do not commit any criminal offense or violate any law of this State, any other State, or the United States.

2. No bad habits. Avoid injurious or vicious habits; do not use, possess or consume any alcoholic beverage, controlled substance, narcotic, dangerous drug, or marihuana except medicines prescribed lawfully by a physician. Do not go to places where controlled substances are illegally sold, used, distributed, or administered.

3. No alcohol premises. Do not enter, remain or be present on the premises of any place where alcoholic beverage are sold for “on premises” consumption except for restaurants that derive less than 50% of its gross revenue from the sale of alcohol.

4. No bad associates. Do not associate with persons of disreputable or harmful character or anyone under indictment, on community supervision, on parole, or convicted of a felony offense or charged with or convicted of a Class A or B misdemeanor offense. Do not associate with any co-defendant in this or any other case except your husband/wife, children or grandparents. Do not be present where a crime is being committed. Specifically, you should avoid contact with _________________________________.

5. Report today. Report today, immediately after this Court appearance, to the CSCD to complete all initial interview information and to meet with the assigned CSO.

6. Report monthly in person. Report once a month in person to the CSO on the date specified by the CSO and more often if directed by the CSO. 

7. Report by mail. Report monthly by U.S. Mail to the Colorado County CSCD if community supervision of your case is transferred to another county.

8. Follow all rules. Obey all the rules, regulations, and policies of the CSCD and follow the instructions of the CSO.

9. Get and keep a job. Work faithfully at lawful employment unless excused by the CSO for schooling, training or other acceptable reasons. Notify the CSCD within five (5) days if you become unemployed during any period of your community supervision. Maintain a standard of personal appearance that will help you obtain or maintain employment. If you are a full-time high school or college student, you must attend school regularly.


10. Visits by CSO. Permit the CSO to search your person, home, and your possessions, visit, and meet you at your home, living quarters, place of employment, training program and/or elsewhere, inspect for alcohol and drugs, permit confiscation of any contraband observed by the CSO, and answer questions asked by the CSO.

11. Monthly report form. Provide truthful and complete information in writing on the CSCD monthly reporting form and orally to the CSO regarding income sources, income (including tax statements), expenses, family history, education, employment, and residency, and provide verifying documentation upon request of the CSO.

12. Support your family. Support your spouse and children, if any. Establish paternity of all your children. Make all court-ordered support payments. Report any marriage or divorce to the CSO within five (5) working days.

13. No overnight travel without permit. Do not leave Colorado/___________________ County, Texas for an overnight stay without a written travel permit from the CSO. Provide verification of the purpose of this travel to the CSO.

14. Fingerprints and photo. Submit to fingerprint and photograph processing by the CSCD.

15. New arrest notice. Notify the CSO the next working day between 8:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m. if arrested or questioned by a peace officer for any offense.

16. Change of address. Do not change your residence unless you get permission from the CSO.

17. Take the test. Submit to a breath test, blood test, and urinalysis immediately upon arrest for any offense when requested by a peace officer or the CSO.

18. Urine tests. Submit to and pay a $10.00 fee to the CSCD for random urine specimen analysis tests at the request of the CSO; before submitting a specimen, submit proof of any medication prescribed for you, and allow the CSO to search your person. Do not test positive for any controlled substance, marihuana, dangerous drug, or narcotic for which you do not have a valid prescription.

19. Perform community service every month. Complete a total of __________ hours of Community Service Restitution during your supervision period by performing a minimum of ________ hours per month at a site approved by the Court and designated by the CSCD. Submit truthful documentation of your performance of community service to the CSO. Follow the community service rules and guidelines relating to community service.

20. Education test. Submit to an educational assessment provided by the CSCD within sixty (60) days; if your reading level is less than sixth (6th) grade, participate in an education program approved by the CSCD for at least one hour per week. 

21. Alcohol / drug evaluation. Submit to an alcohol/drug evaluation by an entity approved by the CSCD. Enroll in, pay for, and successfully complete TAIP or any other classes if directed by the CSO.

22. Counseling. Attend and pay for alcohol and drug counseling as directed by the CSCD.

23. Driver’s license and insurance. Do not drive a motor vehicle without a valid driver’s license and liability insurance as required by law; show proof of both to the CSO upon request.

29. Anger Management. Attend, pay for and successfully complete within 180 days an approved

 Anger Management Program conducted or approved by the CSCD.

30. CSR payment. Pay $ _________ to the CSCD’s community service fund on or before

Completion of all counseling requirements and/or program compliance can result in decreasing the contact requirement with your case manager during Phase III and Phase IV of the program.

FAILURE TO REPORT IN PERSON AS DIRECTED BY THE CASE MANAGER

1.  First violation, you will be required to report as directed by Phase I requirements.

2.  Second violation, you will be required to report in person weekly for 8 weeks.

3.  Third violation, a violation report will be submitted to the court.
FAILURE TO REPORT BY TELEPHONE AS DIRECTED BY THE CASE MANAGER

1. First violation, you will be required to report in person for 4 weeks.

2. Second violation, you will be required to report in person for 6 weeks.

3. Third violation, you will be required to report in person for the remainder of the time you are enrolled in the diversion program.
FAILURE TO ATTEND NIGHT COURT 

1. You will be required to give a presentation at the next Night Court and report in person for 4 weeks. The court may require you to spend a weekend in jail.

2. Your second failure to attend Night Court will result in a violation report being submitted to the court.

3. If you have an emergency situation that prevents you from attending Night Court, you must contact your case manager prior to Night Court. If your emergency prevents you from contacting your case manager prior to Night Court, you must contact your case manager the following morning. You will have 2 business days to provide verification of your emergency to your case manager. The court will decide if your situation constitutes an emergency situation.

*Failure to attend Night Court may result in your bond being declared insufficient and a warrant being issued for your arrest.
Once a violation report has been submitted to the court, the Judge may utilize a weekend in the Tarrant County Jail or Community Service Restitution as a sanction or terminate you from the diversion program.
