Search Warrant Arrest Paragraph (Subs. 1-12)

[1. Change the title of the document to read: Search and Arrest Warrant.]

[2. Insert the following in the Search Warrant before the final paragraph that begins with “Herein fail not, but have you then and there this Warrant …”  Be sure to accuse the suspect with a charging paragraph in the Affidavit (see paragraphs above).]

Further, you are commanded to arrest and search each suspected party named and described in said affidavit, to-wit: =X= [here set out the names and descriptions in the affidavit that describe the person(s) whom you have charged with an offense; this will usually also be the person(s) whom you have alleged to be in control or possession of the place to be searched] This individual is [or: These individuals are] accused of an offense against the laws of the State, namely, =X= [here set out the name of the offense alleged in the affidavit]. You may arrest others for the same offense that are unknown to the affiant but found to be occupants of said premises and in control of same.
